I think it is important for us to read a lot of books. Books can change our lives.
I hope you'll go to the library, read many books, and find that reading is very good
for you.

Why do I think reading books is important? I have three reasons.

First, we can learn about many things around us and around the world which we
didn’t know before. By reading, we can meet people who live in different countries
and people who lived in different times. We can learn a lot from @ them. I believe
reading books is like meeting many good teachers.

Second, by reading books we can learn more words and expressions. I wasn’t so
good at speaking with other people before. But after I began reading books every
day, I was sometimes surprised to find that words came out of my mouth smoothly.
I feel I know more words and expressions. I read newspapers every morning, and I
think I can read newspapers faster now. I feel I have become better at writing, too.

Third, our imagination becomes richer by reading books. Books don’t give us
visual information like television. When we read books, we have to use our

Today, before your graduation, I will tell you about the joy of studying and how to
learn better. There are three important things to remember.

The first thing is to think deeply. You can say that this is the joy of studying.
When you learn something new, please ask yourself, “Why?” For example, on a cold
day, you may find that you can see your breath. At this moment, ask yourself, “Why

can I see my breath?” It’'s the start of your thinking. You may think that it
happens because of the difference in the temperatures of your breath and the air, or
because of the water in your breath. You can go to a library or use the Internet to
find the answer. When you look for the answer, you will learn a lot of new things.
Of course, to find the answer is a great joy, but it is also fun to get a lot of
knowledge. And it may give you a chance to find something new and something
deeper.

The second thing is to continue studying. If you continue studying steadily, you’ll
find what your hard work brings to you in the future. It’s like practicing a sport.
When you practice baseball, for example, you do the same movements again and
again every day. Then, when you are in a game, your body will be able to respond to
a fast ball and you can hit. At that moment, you feel joy and understand the
importance of practicing again and again. This can be said about studying.
Working hard every day is improving your basic knowledge and your ability to think.
So don’t give up.

The third important thing is to communicate. Tell your friends and teachers
about your ideas and listen to theirs. Their ideas and yours may be different.
Compare and discuss them. In this process, you will feel the joy of exchanging ideas,
know different views, think deeply, and learn more. Thinking alone is important,
but it’s not enough. [ ]

These three things will give you more joy in learning. I believe they will help you
a lot when you want to learn better.
